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Policy on Sponsored, Co-Sponsored and Alternative Courses 
              
POLICY STATEMENT 
 
UAF may grant credit for courses sponsored by certain organizations.  This policy is intended to 
ensure that such courses meet UAF academic standards, that accurate student records are 
maintained, and that UAF’s administrative expenses are covered. 
              
BACKGROUND & JUSTIFICATION 
 
UAF has offered sponsored courses in a variety of formats for many years.  The policies and 
procedures described here have been enforced since 2003. The revision of this policy supersedes 
any prior policy or memo on sponsored and co-sponsored courses.   
              
DEFINITIONS 
 
A “sponsored course” (type) is one for which all instructional expenses are met by an organization 
external to UAF, such as a K-
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A “professional development course” is used for professional training for credentialed occupations 
such as teacher recency credits. Post-
