How Do Telescopes Work?

We are limited in how far we can see with just our eyes alone. As
objects get farther away from us, they become smaller and darker.
Our eyes cannot see small amounts of light that are far away.
Telescope concentrate light and magnify objects so that we can see
them at a much farther distance.

The First Telescopes _
Dutch eyeglass maker Hans Lippershey build some of the first

telescopes with magnifying lenses on each end of a tube over
400 years ago!

In the early 1600s, Galileo Galilei was one of the first astronomers
to use a telescope to study the sky. He improved telescopes to
magnify objects up to 30 times. Galileo shared the first detailed
drawings of the Moon, discovered that Jupiter had moons, and

studied sunspots on the Sun. Galileo Galilei.
